       Child ID Program 
 
 

 
It was right around this time a year ago that the existence of the Masonic Child ID program first became a topic for the class 
members of Leadership Monroe County Class XVI.  It was during the Everglades session and it was suggested that an effort 
be made to start considering potential class projects to be taken up for the coming year.  It was amazing that anyone had the 
time based on the busy schedule.  Somewhere in between billiard challenge matches and excursions to discover the local wild-
life, specifically at the Rockbottom Bar, we managed to squeeze in a little work.  Many great ideas were discussed and the 
hope was to find a cause that allowed us to help the community in a meaningful way on a county wide basis.  At the time the 
program was in its infancy, and to this date is still only about 15 months old, but in those 15 months much has been accom-
plished.  Over 1200 children, and their families, have benefitted from the services of this program and LMC has been there to 
help. 
 
The program is designed to help educate families about the dangers of child predators and to encourage them to use the online 
resources to help them formulate a child safety plan.  In the event the worse happens the family is given a kit to help law en-
forcement recover their child by producing AMBER alerts with accurate information concerning their child.  The kit comes 
with a CD encased in a DVD holder.  The CD contains information describing the child in detail with height, weight, distin-
guishing marks, eye and hair color, address, parent information, medical conditions and any special information that will help 
indentify the child or provide for the child’s medical issues when recovered.  The child’s fingerprints are digitally scanned and 
laminated ID cards are provided that parents can carry with them with a photo of their child, pertinent information and a  
thumb print.  The child is photographed and video taped with the child’s voice recorded and a DNA sample is also collected.  
Contact information is also provided for authorities to contact in the event of a lost child.  All the information is confidential 
and the parents keep the only copy, none of the information is stored by the program.  All of this is offered completely free of 
charge to any family who is interested in participating. 
 
In early 2008 Class XVI officially adopted the Masonic Child ID program as it’s class project.  The goal was to participate in 
an event in the upper, middle and lower Keys.  The first event was done in the upper Keys and in August of this year the class 
members participated in a Wesley House children’s day event in Key West on the one year anniversary of the program.  A 
Marathon event is already in the planning stages.  Charlotte Quinn has been working to get things together for the next event 
at the Grace Jones School and we will be notifying the members of class XVI when a date is selected.  Once our initial com-
mitment to the program is accomplished much work still remains.  It is the vision of the Masonic Lodges to provide this ser-
vice to every child in our school system.  It was once said that many hands make for light work.  We encourage any alumni of 
LMC who have an interest in helping with the program to contact Manny Madruga at manny.madruga@gmail.com.   Recently 
a child was missing in Monroe County and when law enforcement responded the parents had one of the kits and provided it to 
law enforcement.  The child was recovered before the kit could be used, but it was comforting to see that the family was pre-
pared.  If only one child’s life is saved by this program all the hours LMC volunteers devoted to this cause would have been 
well spent.

 When Henry Woods retired to the Keys ten years ago after a twenty-six year career on Capitol Hill in Washington, his only plan  
        was to secure a part-time assignment at Florida Keys Community College teaching political science.  He had been here only several 
        weeks when a fellow Arkansan who lives in Key West approached him about running a mayoral campaign for Key West Commissioner        
        Jimmy Weekley.  Woods took on the assignment, Weekley won and Henry’s “retirement” was postponed. 
 
 Since then Henry has managed five other political campaigns, has advised on many others, and taken on numerous part-time  
        gigs.   For seven years, he worked two days a week at AIDS Help drafting grant proposals and news releases.  He served a  
        three-year stint as the part-time executive director of the Key West Restaurant and Bar Association and one year as the first full-time 
        grant writer for the city of Key West. 
 
 Woods led the Waterfront Playhouse as president of the board for four years and oversaw a lobby renovation for the 68 year  
        old theatre group.  He has lent his grant writing, organizational and workshop facilitation skills to countless nonprofits in the Keys. 
        LMC was fortunate to secure his talents as program coordinator for classes fifteen and sixteen (he was a member of class ten). 
 
 This “guy who can’t say no” has spent most of this year seeking his first political office.  Though he didn’t win, Woods 
        says he wouldn’t trade the experience for anything in the world.   
 
 Henry is the type of can-do alumnus that LMC typically produces and we are pleased to recognize his contributions to the 
         Keys community.   Thank you Henry for your support of LMC and the great work you do for our Community.  LMC is proud of  
        of the difference you make in our world.
